On day 288 at 02:53:58 Wire dropped into SCS Safehold due to a filter divergence violation, a difference between Coarse and Triad. The FDH system then turned off the A, B and C wheels, and we were no longer collecting science. We were in Stellar Point mode at the time of the violation looking at the Ksi Dra target.  We also looked at the previous 12 hours up until the safehold, and found that we did see this violation flagging quite a bit. We were looking at the Ksi Dra target at the time of all the violations, it just wasn’t out of limits long enough to drop us to safehold.   Because of the orientation of the spacecraft at this time we could have been looking through the earth’s atmosphere. This may have made it difficult for the spacecraft to get the sensor data necessary to do this calculation.  We also were right on the edge of going into a Lunar and Solar eclipse. It is rare for us to see both a Lunar and Solar eclipse at the same time.  This may have also caused some confusion to the spacecraft.   We were also over the Northern pole where the atmosphere can tend to be denser.  

On day 292 it was decided to go ahead and step back up to Stellar Point and begin collecting data again.  At this point we are waiting to see if there are any more violations, if so we may have to make a configuration change.
